
Citrus County Regional Science & Engineering Fair (RSEF) Required Paperwork 

Hazardous Chemicals, Activities or Devices – (HCADs) 

All forms need to be typed and signed/dated in BLUE INK

Currently electronic signatures are not acceptable
All students must have the following forms: 1; 1A, Research Plan; 1B completed prior to experimentation and FL SSEF Abstract completed after.

SRC/IRB Approval Required prior to starting a Hazardous Protocol Project - Student must get approval prior to starting their experiment

· Read pages 19 – 21 in ISEF Rules and pages 3 and 5 in FL SSEF Supplement

· May require Qualified Scientist Form (2) - should have earned a doctoral/professional degree in the scientific discipline being researched.  If Qualified Science is not directly monitoring research, then Designated Supervisor information needs to be completed.  Designated Supervisor (DS) on Form 2 may require specific certification. 

· Risk Assessment Form (3) is required for any chemicals
· Any project that uses any kind of chemical, must site the MSDS/SDS sheet in the bibliography and document clean-up and disposal procedures in the research plan.

· Check with State agencies for documented permission and legal requirements

· Projects involving the use of firearms, archery equipment or any projectile devices must be supervised by a qualified designated supervisor [Form (2)].  Experiments involving discharge of projectiles must be conducted on a certified range supervised by a licensed firearms specialist with a certified Range Safety Supervisor
· Additional rules for specific regulated substances (DEA-controlled substances, lasers, drones, explosives, radiation) can be found in the ISEF, SSEF FL and Citrus RSEF rules.
