

All projects should have following forms;
· Adult Sponsor/Safety Assessment Form (1) 
· Student Checklist Form (1A) 
· Research Plan: see research plan templates for specifics
· Bibliography: 5 major sources (Science Journals, books and/or internet sites) and cite
the SSEF & ISEF rules – total of 7 references - Cited in APA or MLA style 
· Approval Form (1B) 

· Abstract will need to be completed AFTER the research is completed.  The official FL SSEF Form is required.  Abstract must be displayed at or on the lower left of the project board
Additional Paperwork Required as needed:

· Continuation Projects Form (7) Include copies of the previous Abstract and Research Plan
· Research Institution Form (1C) Use only if the research is done at a regulated research institution, industrial setting or any work site other than home, school or field - completed after experimentation by the adult supervisor at the institution.
· Risk Assessment Form (3) Identifies and assesses the risks involved in the project.

· Project Summary – required if student makes changes in the original Research Plan.

· Bibliography Reference – if the student uses procedures taken from a published study, laboratory standards, equipment manual or a web-site, a complete citation must be included in the research plan
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Complete ISEF and SSEF rules and guidelines as well as all needed forms with directions
