
Citrus County Regional Science & Engineering Fair (RSEF) Required Paperwork – Potentially Hazardous Biological Agents (PHBA) 

All forms need to be typed and signed/dated in BLUE INK

Currently electronic signatures are not acceptable

All students should have the following forms: 1; 1A, Research Plan; 1B completed prior to experimentation and the official FL SSEF Abstract completed after and displayed on or at the lower left of the display.
SRC/IRB Approval Required prior to starting a PBHA Protocol Project - Student must get approval prior to starting their experiment

· Read pages 15 – 18 in ISEF Rules and page 3 and 4 in FL SSEF Supplement

· PBHA Risk Assessment Form (6A)

· May require Qualified Scientist Form (2) should have earned a doctoral/professional degree in the scientific discipline being researched. Designated Supervisor needs to be completed if Qualified Scientists is not directly monitoring research

· May require Risk Assessment Form (3)

· All Biosafety Level (BSL) 1 projects must be done in BSL-1 Lab – Supervisor must complete Self-Assessment Safety Checklist BSL-1 for lab
· BSL-2 agents must be researched in a certified research institution- Form (1C) Required- may not be performed by Junior Division (middle school).  BSL-2 checklist also required
· No PBHA project can be done at home

· Detailed description of aseptic techniques and disposal methods for media and cultures must be included in research plan and cited in bibliography.
· Tissue Form 6B – if needed
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
